Three Worcestershire Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs) - 
South Worcestershire, Redditch & Bromsgrove, and Wyre Forest

The following gives information from each CCG website. The GP surgeries covered by each clinical commission group are listed on the individual websites.  
General/background information  (from the Wyre Forest website) - 
Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs) are groups of GPs that will, from April 2013, 
be responsible for designing local health services In England. They will do this by commissioning or buying health and care services including:  
Elective hospital care

Rehabilitation care

Urgent and emergency care

Most community health services

Mental health and learning disability services

CCGs will work with patients and healthcare professionals in partnership with local communities and local authorities. On their governing body CCGs will have, in addition to GPs, a least one registered nurse and two lay members. CCGs will have boundaries that will not normally cross those of local authorities. They will be responsible for arranging emergency and urgent care services within their boundaries, and for commissioning services for any unregistered patients who live in their area. All GP practices will have 
to belong to a Clinical Commissioning Group.

The announcement that GPs will take over this commissioning role was made in the 
2010 White Paper, ‘Equity and Excellence: Liberating the NHS’. This is part of the Government's wider desire to create a clinically-driven commissioning system that is more sensitive to the needs of patients.

Providers of health care, whose services are currently commissioned by Primary Care Trusts (PCTs), will compete to work with GP commissioners in the future. In preparation for this transfer of responsibility, a number of GP Pathfinders have been set up as the first Clinical Commissioning Groups. These pathfinders will operate in shadow form alongside the PCTs.  In March 2011, 177 pathfinder Clinical Commissioning Groups (formerly known as GP consortia) had already been formed, covering two thirds of the country.

The Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs):
Redditch and Bromsgrove Clinical Commissioning Group (RBCCG)

Redditch and Bromsgrove Clinical Commissioning Group (RBCCG) represents 22 GP practices across Redditch and Bromsgrove with a combined registered population of circa 170,000 patients. The 22 GP practices have a history of working together as part of a Practice Based Commissioning Cluster (since 2006) which has provided a strong foundation for the initial infrastructure supporting the development and future direction of RBCCG.

Wyre Forest Clinical Commissioning Group (WFCCG)

Wyre Forest Clinical Commissioning Group has been formed by the 13 GP Practices located within North-West Worcestershire.

The practices are broadly within the geographic boundary of Wyre Forest District Council, which covers the three main towns of Kidderminster, Bewdley and Stourport-on-Severn and several surrounding villages including Arley, Rock, Chaddesley Corbett, Cookley and Wolverley.

The Practices have a total registered population of just over 112,000.

South Worcestershire CCG is led by local GPs who have day-to-day knowledge of the health problems that residents face. By being in charge of the decisions that affect local patients, the CCG will be able to commission quality care that is tailored to meet the specific needs of patients and the wider South Worcestershire community.

Living with Chronic Fatigue Syndrome 
Chronic Fatigue Syndrome (CFS) is a disabling condition that predominantly affects exercise tolerance causing muscle fatigue, sleep disturbance and general feeling of ongoing ‘flu-like’ illness.

The unpredictable nature of having good and bad days can lead to feelings of loss of control and stress. It also impacts on the person’s ability to participate in family life and work. 
Access to a supportive and understanding service can restore confidence and help manage this condition.
Our criteria for referral is:
• A confirmed diagnosis of CFS

• GP practice is in Worcestershire

• Patient requires specialist intervention and is over 18 years of age.

The role of the Clinical Specialist
Clinical Specialists can make a positive difference with their knowledge of the condition and ability to explain and advise on the management of difficult symptoms. The can also identify other supporting services and link in with a Multi-Disciplinary Team. This can restore confidence and control back into the lives of patients and their families/carers.
